> Be careful that the bolts of the motor, rim, and motor shaft may
become loosened due to the ABS function.

For inspection and repair, remove the side cover, attach the power
switch, and attach it with the product's standard bolt. When tightening,
carefully remove the cover of the wiring.

Bolts other than the rule bolts (long bolts) can cause serious damage to
the battery casing (battery cells), which can cause fire or safety accidents.
